Milltown Business Owners Join the Movement to End Multiple Sclerosis

Milltown – Local business owners Gloria Milazzo and Elena Mattey have joined the movement to end the devastating effects of multiple sclerosis (MS). Gloria and Elena own Milazzo and Mattey Salon of Main Street in Milltown.  The inspiration for their generosity is Gloria’s brother-in-law, Michael Weiss or Monroe Township, who was diagnosed with MS in 2004 after the birth of his second child. 

During Michael’s fundraising events over the past two year’s Gloria has donated $5 from each of her jobs at the salon to Michael’s MS Walk team.  On April 22, 2007 Michael will walk along with his friends and family and about 200,000 other Americans nationwide in this year's MS Walk to end the devastating effects of MS. In addition to the donations again this year, Gloria and Elena hosted a jewelry party where all of their proceeds were donated to Michael’s MS Walk team. Over the past two-year’s Milazzo and Mattey have raised in the area of $2,000 to help fund a cure for MS.

Multiple Sclerosis is a chronic and often disabling disease of the central nervous system. People with MS, which is usually diagnosed between the ages of 20-50, face unpredictable symptoms that can range from numbness and blurred vision to paralysis and blindness. Because of its unpredictability, the age at which it manifests itself, and the fact that over seventy percent of the people with MS are women, the disease often has a devastating impact on families. People with MS are often young mothers worrying about whether or not they will be physically able to raise their children or continue their careers. The National MS Society supports programs that help ensure people with MS will live their lives with as little disruption as possible. The Society advocates for the empowerment of people with MS.

The MS Walk will be held locally at Babbage Park in North Brunswick.
