3rd Annual JT Pruticka Memorial Poker Run for Multiple Sclerosis

Lakewood – The Harley-Davidson Owner’s Group (HOG) of Ocean County will hold their Annual “JT Pruticka Memorial Poker Run for MS” on Saturday, April 28, 2007. The poker run is held in honor of JT Pruticka, a long time member of the group who passed away due to complications of multiple sclerosis. Mr. Pruticka spent many years battling the devastating effect of MS. This run is dedicated to his memory and it also raises critical funds necessary for those families who are currently living with the disease. 

Participants in the poker run will ride their Harley’s (or any type of vehicle) from the Harley-Davidson Dealer of Ocean County in Lakewood along a route that will have five stops. At each stop riders are given a card and then they return to the starting point. The rider who returns with the highest poker hand will win a cash prize of $200.00. The runner up will receive a $100.00 cash prize and the rider with the worst hand will win $50.00.

This year’s event will host about 700 participants and hopes to raise MS awareness in our local community. All money raised will be donated to the Mid-Jersey Chapter of the National MS Society. The poker run will begin at 8:30am at the Harley-Davidson Dealer of Ocean County on Route 70 in Lakewood. There is a participation fee of $15 per rider or $20 per couple. No matter what you drive, everyone is welcome to come out and ride or support those who are riding.

Multiple sclerosis interrupts the flow of information from the brain to the body and stops people from moving.  Every hour in the United States, someone is newly diagnosed with MS, an unpredictable, often disabling disease of the central nervous system. Symptoms range from numbness and tingling to blindness and paralysis. The progress, severity and specific symptoms of MS in any one person cannot yet be predicted, but advances in research and treatment are moving us closer to a world free of MS. Most people with MS are diagnosed between the ages of 20 and 50, with more than twice as many women as men being diagnosed with the disease.  MS affects more than 400,000 people in the U.S., and 2.5 million worldwide.
