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Ringoes Sisters Move to End the Devastating Effects of MS

Ringoes -  Nine year old Melanie Wolff and her sister eleven year old Kimberly of Ringoes, NJ are on a mission to end the devastating effects of multiple sclerosis. For the past two years Melanie has been collecting funds to find a cure in a very unique way. In her birthday invitations Melanie has asked her guests to make a donation to the National Multiple Sclerosis Society in stead of giving her a present. To date Melanie has donated over $700 of her birthday money to help fund a cure. "I want to find a cure for MS because it is very hard having this disease, and I want everyone to feel good", says Melanie.
Taking the lead of her younger sister, Kimberly has organized an MS Walk Team (Kimberly’s Wolffpack) to walk in the 2007 MS Walk on Sunday, April 22 in Flemington.  Currently Kimberly’s Wolffpack is a team of about 20 people made up of family and friends. Kimberly and her team have already far exceeded the initial goal of raising $1,500 by raising over $2,200 in pledges. Kimberly was also able to involve several local businesses in her efforts by securing sponsorship from them to have team t-shirts printed. These businesses include Alfonso’s 202; Allied Vision Services, Herman Orthodontics; Attachments Jewelry and Occasions by Cindy.
Melanie and Kimberly’s inspiration is their aunt, who has lived with the disease for the past six years. "I am doing this because a lot of people have MS, including my aunt, and I want to find a cure so people with MS can feel better and physically do more things", says Kimberly. 
The MS Walk raises money through the collection of pledges by walkers to support research and programs for people with MS. Sixty cents of every dollar raised by the Mid-Jersey Chapter's Walk will remain in the area to help the 4,000 local residents living with MS. The rest will support valuable research and national programs for people with MS.  

Every hour someone is diagnosed with multiple sclerosis (MS); a chronic disease of the central nervous system for which there is no cure.  Multiple sclerosis interrupts the flow of information between the brain and the body and stops people from moving. People with MS, which is usually diagnosed in the prime of life (between the ages of 20 and 50); face unpredictable symptoms that can range from numbness and blurred vision to paralysis and blindness. The National MS Society supports programs that help ensure people with MS will live their lives with as little disruption as possible. The Society advocates for the empowerment of people with MS.
